	When the trait is determined by more than 2 alleles…example – blood types
	Gamete
	The physical appearance of an individual
	Gregor Mendel

	The different forms of a gene that an individual can inherit
	Homozygous
	A four-boxed tool used to predict offspring inheritance
	COdominant Inheritance
	When the two inherited traits show up in the offspring side by side

	Multiple Alleles
	Sex cells – sperm and egg
	Incomplete Dominance
	When both alleles inherited from the parent are the SAME.. example – TT or tt
	Recessive Allele

	The allele that is shown in the offspring
	Phenotype
	The scientist that used pea plants to learn about inheritance patterns
	Heterozygous
	When two alleles blend together in the offspring to form a new trait

	Allele
	The genetic combination that was inherited.. example – Homozygous Dominant
	Sex-Linked Inheritance
	The allele that is hidden by the dominant allele UNLESS you inherit it from both parents
	Pedigree

	When the two alleles inherited from the parents are DIFFERENT.. example - Tt
	Punnett Square
	A visual look at several generations for a trait
	Genotype
	Traits carried on the X – chromosome.. example – color blindness and hemophilia
