1.  Cell division in eukaryotic cells consists of two parts: M_ _ _ _ _ _ (which divides the nucleus) and C_ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ (which divides the cytoplasm).

2.  Prokaryotic cells (bacteria) divide by B _ _ _ _ _   F _ _ _ _ _ _ instead of mitosis.

3.  In M _ _ _ _ _ _ a cell divides ONCE to produce 2 daughter cells that are genetically identical to the parent cell; in                      
M _ _ _ _ _ _ a cell divides TWICE to produce 4 daughter cells that are genetically different from the parent cell.

5.  G1, S, and G2 combine to make up I _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ , the non-dividing phase of the cell cycle.

10.  During T _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ , T _ _  nuclei are beginning to form in the cell; it must divide SOON.

11.  T _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _  is also called reverse prophase, because all of the events that occur during prophase are ‘undone’.
12.  C _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ are the organelle found in animal cells but not plant cells; they form the spindle fibers during mitosis.

13.  The family of proteins that regulates the cell cycle in eukaryotic cells are called C _ _ _ _ _ _.

14.  When DNA is spread out in the nucleus of non-dividing cells it is called C _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ .  When it is coiled and condensed in dividing cells it is called C _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ .
15.  When animal cells undergo cytokinesis they use a C _ _ _ _ _ _ _   F _ _ _ _ _ to split their cytoplasm, but plant cells use a  C _ _ _   P _ _ _ _ because their cell walls keep them from pinching together.
